and shark action.

The experienced dive crew (seven of whom 
are instructors) are often able to show you very 
rare species like the beautiful dwarf scorpion fish 
and ghost pipefish. Spoilsport’s complimentary 
Reef Ecology Program will assist you in identify-
ing such amazing marine life.

Lizard Island is one of the reef ’s most exclu-
sive island resort. The famous English navigator 
James Cook climbed to its summit in 1770 to find 
the way out of the labyrinth of reefs. At that time, 
naturalist Joseph Banks was to lament in his jour-
nal that he had too little time to study the wealth of strange creatures he saw in 
the waters of the Great Barrier Reef.
